The hyphenation macro in this Word template will partially hyphenate your text. Having a text automatically hyphenated is especially useful for typesetters of music, since the standard procedure for hyphenating lyrics in English is to follow dictionary hyphenation.

To hyphenate a text, delete these paragraphs, insert your text here, and press the "HYPHENATE" button in the upper right corner of the toolbar. Bear in mind that this hyphenation macro will not hyphenate words that are not in its database, which is relatively small.

There is also a free online hyphenator at: http://www.juiciobrennan.com/hyphenator/ that works very well. It even hyphenates common proper names, many places, and words with British spelling (such as "honour"). One drawback is that it does not hyphenate words in Elizabethan English (such as "camest"). It also misses some words that only Orthodox Christians would be likely to use (such as, "beginningless" and "hypostases") and words with an apostrophe (such as "enemy's" and "heaven's"). 

Since the macro in this file hyphenates some words that the online hyphenator misses, I suggest you use both programs.
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
